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» ONE bingo row completed (across, down or diagonal) = ONE Bingo Bead.

« Turn in completed bingo sheets by Friday evening to earn a Bingo Bead.

* Any “read” square = 20 minutes of reading

» Any book (unless specifically stated) can be fiction or non-fiction.

» “Reading a book” can be reading a book, magazine, newspaper, graphic novel or
listening to an audio book, or listening to someone read a book to you. Reading to
someone counts as time for you AND them! Pre-readers can look at books and
tell their own stories!
